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Co-Prosecutors’ Response to Certain Civil Parties’ Request on the Standing of Civil
Party Lawyers to Make Submissions on Sentencing, ECCC, E72/1 (30 June 2009)

Key Issues: Civil Parties, right to make submissions.

Facts/Arguments: The Co-Prosecutors argued that both the ECCC Internal Rules and
the Cambodian Criminal Procedure Code contain no prohibitions against Civil Parties making
submissions on sentencing. They noted that it appears such submissions may be permitted in
Cambodian courts. The Co-Prosecutors urged the TC to consider the need to manage their
submissions so as not to contradict the standards of the right to a fair trial.

Note: 1. Due to the large number of Civil Parties, allowing submissions could cause
delays and affect the right to a hearing within a reasonable time. 2. Balancing of rights is
necessary.
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
